Canterbury Community Historian Award 2010-2011

The Awards Committee of the Foundation will consider applications for the award after 30 September.  Terms and application forms can be sought from the secretary, Canterbury History Foundation, PO Box 29 070, Christchurch, 8540.

The award of $13,000 will be applied to the research and completion of a significant historical project of interest and benefit to people in Canterbury.  The work is not limited to Canterbury or local history and is not confined to a book publication.  No restriction is put on the occupation of an applicant, but awards are not made to full-time university academic staff.

Applicants must show that they are competent to complete their project and that the work is advanced sufficiently to provide confidence about its publication.  The work is normally expected to be done in or near Christchurch, drawing on local archives, people, and other sources.  

Professional supervision and monitoring of progress are part of the scheme.  The Foundation reserves the right not to make an award in any year.
