Terms and Conditions

1. The A C Rhodes History Medal is awarded annually by The Canterbury History Foundation. It was established by a generous gift from Mr Paul Rhodes and Mrs Sally Rhodes in memory of Mr Rhodes's father, A C Rhodes. The medal, engraved with the name of the recipient and the year of award, is accompanied by a citation and, when proceeds of the fund permit, a cash grant. 

2. The Medal is awarded to recognise and honour a significant contribution to the study of history in Canterbury, particularly one that has excited interest in history in the wider community. The award is not limited to work on the history of Canterbury. It is more likely to be made for long service through public activity in the cause of history rather than for a single outstanding work (for which other awards exist in many cases) although recognition of such a work is not precluded. 

3. The award is made on the recommendation of the Awards Committee of the Foundation, who will invite nominations from members of the Foundation, the Canterbury Historical Association and the Canterbury History Teachers' Association. Nominations may also be made by other interested persons and organisations. 

4. Nominations close on 30th April each year. The recipient will be announced and the award presented at the Foundation's Jim Gardner Lecture, which is usually in July. The occasion of the award and the name and achievements of the recipient will be suitably publicised. 

5. The Foundation reserves the right not to make an award in any year if there is no suitable nominee.

· If a member of the Award Committee were to be nominated for the award, that member would, with the approval of the Executive, be replaced by co-option for the process of selection. 

· Those who nominate unsuccessful candidates will be notified that their nominations can be submitted again.
